
SUMMARY OF POINTS DISCUSSED AT CCF/CLUBS MEETING ON SUNDAY 31st JANUARY 2010 

 

 Point 1: SSF goal post sizes. 

Decision: Come into line with FFA’s regulations of SSF. This is now reflected in the latest CCF Rules 
& Regulations. It is Ok for clubs to use the same goal posts in SSF U8’s as they use in 
Non-Comp U9’s. 

 Point 2: SSF Hubs for ease of travel. 

Decision: U5’s to U7’s to be three or four clubs sized. 
  U8’s should be north and south sized to enable larger number of teams. 

 Point 3: Saturday comps that have potential Champion of Champion teams in them (A grade) – 
do we have those comps finish before Champion of Champions, or are they happy to 
play both our CCF comp on Saturdays and Champion of Champions on Sundays for a few 
weeks during the Finals Series. 

 Decision: The latter – happy to play both days for as long as necessary. 

 Point 4: All comps that have potential Champion of Champion teams in them (A grade), and also 
Division One comps, should have all washed out matches replayed. 

Decision: Yes – but no matches will be moved or re-scheduled on the same weekend. Replays 
  will be re-scheduled for a later date, and plenty of notice given to clubs involved. 

 Point 5: All comps, other than those in Point 4, are to have no washed out matches replayed.  

Decision: Yes – no replays, even if one match is washed out, and the other matches are played, all 
  matches in that comp, for that day, will be classed out wash outs. 

 Point 6: All comps are to have as many days filled up with Rounds matches as possible. No spare 
weekends unless  another Round cannot be fit in. 

Decision: Yes – and no matches are to be played in middle of July holidays, in any comp. 

 Point 7: U18’s comp to be 17’s and 18’s combined, and played on Sunday mornings.  

Decision: Yes – and place 18’s and 21’s with Squads as much as possible. 

 Point 8: U10’s comp to be re-graded at the end of the first Round.  

Decision: Yes.
